!)esign and Corstruction:

I Outdoor dining area shall not exceed 60%o of the sidewalk width. For example, on a 15,0" wide sidewallg
width of dining area may not exceed 9,0,,.

I A continuous, unobstructed sidewalk passage from the outer boundary ofthe seating area to the curb must
be maintained according to the dimensional tabtre above. This width must always

n Jigress from the building must be maintained free of obstruction per the building code and NFpA Life

Authority (se e below' Additional Review and Regulation,').

I Ilmbrellas are permitted without a permit. Umbrellas must be secured or weighted and must maintain the
6'8" minimum height clearance for sidewalk passage.

Barrriers:
I Are preferred to be free-standing. Physical attachments to a building are subject to administrative review,
especially in tr-istoric districts.
I Consisting ofstanchions and ropes/chains are encourage. Sectional fencing is allowed, provided it
exhibits a high degree ofvisual hansparency (at least 507o open). Solid or ofuq,r. barrieis are not allowed.r Shall not exceed 42" nhei$tt
r .May not include commercial signage (such as advertisements).
