P.T. 4x6 timber wall to retain exist. slope; 
stagger joints and secure with 12" galv.

6" gravel base for drainage

Gabion baskets filled with rounded river 
stone,  12"W x 24"H +/-

Horizontal cedar boards at varying widths, 
increase spacing between upper courses

1x material at center to keep boards from sagging

1x material both sides of boards to secure to post

Note: fasteners used to secure cedar posts to boards and 1x material are to be 2-1/4" SS trim screws
