Design Standards for Qutdoor Cafe Installations on Wharf Street

Qver the past few years, numerous establishments have opened outdoor
cafes along Wharf Street. In order to avoid visual clutter and lend some
consistency to the streetscape, the Historic Preservation Committee of
the City of Portland has developed design standards which will apply to
all outdoor cafe installations on Wharf Street. Attached is a construction
specification to be followed in installing posts or stanchions to cordon
off the seating area. All of the materials specified are readily available
through local suppliers.

In addition to the attached construction specification, the following
general design standards shall also apply:

* No decking shall be installed over the brick sidewalk.

No continuous awnings shall be installed to cover dining area;
umbrellas may be installed over individual tables

* Tables shall not exceed 4 feet in any dimension

* Lighting shall consist of removable, table-top lights only

Note: Any exceptions to these approved standards must be approved by the
