Before concrete for foundation is placed. approvals from the Development Review Coordinator and Inspection Services
must be obtained. (A 24 hour notice is required prior to inspection)

25 Foundation drain shall be placed around the perimeter of a foundation that consists of gravel or crushed stone containing
not more than 10 percent material that passes through a No. 4 sieve. The drain shall extend a mintmum of 12 inches
bevond the outside edge of the footing. The thickness shall be such that the bottom of the drain is not higher than the
bottom of the base under the flcor. and that the top of the drain is not less than 6 inches above the top of the footing.
