□ Insulation R-factors of walls, ceilings, floors & U-factors of windows as per the IEEC 2003  
□ Proof of ownership is required if it is inconsistent with the assessors records. 
□ Reduced plans or electronic files in PDF format are required if originals are larger than 11” x 17”. 
□ Per State Fire Marshall, all new bathrooms must be ADA compliant.
