Dear Senator Alfond:
Staff review comments from the various departments  have been received for a Level I, Site Alteration Application to create a seasonal outside patio for Bowl Portland at 58 Alder Street as submitted by Justin Alfond and shown on the plans prepared by David Matero of DayMatero Studio.    The review comments are as follows:
Department of Planning and Urban Development

1. The right, title and interest submitted for this project is a document referred to as a “Parking Agreement” from Ross Y. Furman to Charles Mitchell, Manager, dated March 24, 2011.   The agreement is “to provide parking and during warmer months of the year the use of a patio to your restaurant and entertainment facility for property at 58 Alder Street in Portland.”  The submitted application is for a seasonal outside patio.  The review of this project will be for the seasonal patio only.  Any proposal for parking on this site will require a new or revised application showing proposed parking and meeting the B-7 requirements.  Please clarify the extent of parcel being agreed upon for a patio, as this information is needed in order to determine the extent of public improvements required for this project. 
2. The site plan ordinance requires street trees for all development sites (Section 14-526 (b) (2) (e) (iii).   Please submit your landscaping plan which meets the design standard contained in Technical Manual Section 4.6.3. 
3. Incorporated in the site plan ordinance are zone related design standards under section 14-526 (d) 9.  The B-7 Design Standard E-11 (contained in Portland Design Manual) states "Fences and walls along public streets, trails, alleys, or public spaces shall be made of high quality, durable and weather resistant materials such as brick, stone, wood and high grade metals.”  Please explain how your proposed fencing meets the B-7 Design Standards. 
Thomas Errico, Consulting Traffic Engineer

1.  The applicant shall provide documentation that supports the conclusion that summer seasonal activity overall is lower as compared to winter activity.  The analysis shall reflect the use of the outdoor space for a maximum capacity of 276 persons. I will provide final comments on traffic and parking impacts following receipt of this information.
2. It is unclear what the outdoor space will consist of during off-season time periods.  Additional details should be provided.
Department of Public Services
1. The curb and sidewalk along Alder Street and Kennebe must be installed meeting the City’s technical specifications for a granite curb and brick sidewalk (Technical Manual 1.8.1 Sidewalks and Driveway Aprons).     Please submit revised plans showing the construction details for the curb and sidewalk.   If a narrower curb cut is proposed, the material for the apron can be bituminous.  If you wish to request a waiver of this requirement please see Section 14-506 and submit a written request.
2. Property pins are required at all property corners.  
Dan Goyette, Consulting Civil Engineer
1. The submitted  plan indicates that the gravel area drains out toward the existing curb cut. The requirement for a curb and sidewalk will alter the grades of the site.  Please submit a revised drainage plan that accounts for the changes in grade (Technical Manual, Section 5).
Please submit one (1) complete sets of revised final plans to address staff comments and then upload the revised plans for review on the E-Plan web site.  Upon receipt of the revised material, the City of Portland will review the additional plans and information for conformance with applicable ordinances.
