The hydrangea size should be #5 gallon pot size minimum, proposed #1 gal size is too small to 
provide any screening 
for several years, this buffer is an important feature of the landscape plan.  Ideally, every 
fourth plant could be 
a #7 size pot to add some height to the planting from the start.  Climbing Hydrangea are slow 
growing.
