On behalf of Mr. Natasak Wongsaichua, owner of Bangkok Thai restaurant on 671 
Congress street, with the approval of buildings owner, Andrew Doukas, I am requesting 
permission to create a five feet four inches (5’4”) wide and seven feet (7’) high opening 
between the walls of building 671 and the adjacent building 673 to allow for access 
between the two buildings from the inside. The opening will be located about twenty 
(20’) feet from the front of the building. The purpose for such connection enables the 
restaurant to expand its sitting area from the current building into the adjacent building. 

671 is a single story, twenty-one (21) feet by sixty (60) feet brick building and 673 is a 
two story sixteen (16) feet by sixty (60) feet wood frame building. Currently the wall of 
the two buildings is connected by an eight inch (8”) concrete block wall. Two to four 
steps will also be needed, because the two floors are not at the same level. The structural 
support and design of the opening is done by an engineering firm L & L Structural 
Engineering Services, Inc. Please see attached document for detail.
