We have been in 
contact with the owner about the present condition of the structure and 
explained to him the potential public safety and fire hazards that exist. 
The close proximity of abutting structures in this neighborhood increase 
potential hazards.

On March 19, 1996, Lt. McDougall and I inspected the subject property. In 
our opinion, as a result of this inspection, this building should be 
considered a dangerous building under state statute 17-2851. 

Following is a brief description of damage sustained by subject structure 
due to a fire on April 11, 1995. 

1. The structure has been vacant since a fire on April 11, 1995. Since 
that time, this office has received numerous calls regarding the building 
being open and people going in and out of the building. We secured the 
structure a number of times. The structure as is, is unsafe and constitutes 
a hazard. 

2. The structure received heavy structural damage to the rear third floor 
and the roof, making this sect"on of the building unstable. 

3. The fire caused damage to tbe plumbing, electrical and heating systems 
which makes this structure unsanitary and unsuitable for occupancy. 

4. No work has been done on this structure since the fire which places this 
building in the category of inadequate maintenance and dilapidated 

5. It is also my opinion that the owner has abandoned this building.

We have signed 
a contra t, presented earne t money and cheduled the closing for next Friday, May 3, 1996. As 
you request d, I am providing here some infon lation regard iog our plans for 214 Parh. Avenue: 

Securing the property. Once we have taken possession of the building we plan to board up all 
door and windo s, remove debris from around the building, remove hazardou overhead debri 
and hire a sub-contractor to demolish and remove the burned r ar section of the building. One of 
our YouthBuild stud nts lives in the building next to 214 Park Avenue and he will be hired to 
k ep the front side walk and driveway cleared and clean. Tnis summer we will hire a sub­
contractor to install a new roof, and attractive signage viII be affixed to the fr nt of the building 
explaining the future of the 214 Park A nue. TIl roperty wi II be insured a long "vith Portland 
We (s other propclties. 

End se of the Building. 214 Par\.. Avenue will become the construction training sit«;: for the 
Youth llild class of 1997-98. Thirty at-ri 'k youth will completely gut and rehab the building 
o er the cour'e of their year in the YoulhBllild program, a federally funded hou ing and youth 
d veloprnent project. When complete this hree unit property 'ill be sold through the city' Porl 
Lender program to a fir t-time, I w-income homeowner. The rental unit will be reserved for 
low-income tenants. Completion is cheduled for 'pring of 1998. 

Project Funding. Acquisition and rehab funds related to 214 Park Avenue have been secured 
from the City of Portland through appropriation of$110, 575 from the City's I10 E and CHDO 
set-a ide in the form of a bridge loan at no interest. Al o. nearly $600.000 from the U.S. 
De artment of Housing and Urban De el pment i being sought as part of this project to fund 
th YouthBuild program.
