1. Installation shall comply with City Code Chapter 10. 
2. All construction shall comply with City Code Chapter 10. Permit is for demolition only. 

Any construction will require a separate permit. 
3. All construction shall comply with City Code Chapter 10. 
4. http://www.portlandmaine.gov/citycode/chapter010.pdf 
5. This permit is being approved on the basis of the plans submitted. Any deviation from 

the plans would require amendments and approval. 
6. Any Fire alarm or Sprinkler systems shall be reviewed by a licensed contractor(s) for 

code compliance. Compliance letters are required. 
7. A separate Fire Alarm Permit is required for new systems; or for work effecting more 

than 5 fire alarm devices; or replacement of a fire alarm panel with a different model. 
This review does not include approval of fire alarm system design or installation. 

8. Fire Alarm system shall be maintained. If system is to be off line over 4 hours a fire 
watch shall be in place. Dispatch notification required 874-8576. 

9 . . The fire alarm system shall comply with the City of Portland Standard. for Signaling 
Systems for the Protection of Life and Property. All fire alarm installation and servicing 
companies shall have a Certificate of Fitness from the Fire Department. 

10. A separate Suppression System Permit is required for all new suppression systems or 
sprinkler work effecting more than 20 heads. This review does not include approval of 
sprinkler system design or installation. 

11. A sprinkler supervisory system shall be provided in accordance with NFPA 101, Life 
Safety Code, and NFPA 72, National Fire Alarm and Signaling Code. Sprinkler 
supervisory systems shall monitor for water flow and sprinkler supervisory signals via 
an approved fire alarm panel to central station. One smoke detector shall be located 
over the panel, a manual pull station located at the front door, and an audible water 
flow alarm provided. 

12. Sprinkler protection shall be maintained. Where the system is to be shut down for 
maintenance or repair, the system shall be checked at the end of each day to insure 
the system has been placed back in service. 

13. System acceptance and commissioning must be coordinated with alarm and 
suppression system contractors and the Fire Department. Call 874-8703 to schedule. 

14. Private fire mains and fire hydrants shall be maintained, tested and painted in 
accordance with Fire Department Regulations. 

15. Fire extinguishers are required per NFPA 1. 
16. Occupancies with an occupant load of 100 persons or more require panic hardware on 

all doors serving as a means of egress.

19. Walls in structure are to be labeled according to fire resistance rating. IE; 1 hr. I 2 hr.
