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Hi John,

I've had 2 electricians come by and look at adding hallway smoke/co combo, interconnected. This would be basement, first, second, and third floor. Waiting for written estimate. (and the bedrooms would remain just hwbb smokes, right?)

Hope to meet with fire alarm install folks this week and next week to get estimates on local fire alarm with pulls.

Fire doors (you were going to let me know if 20 min or 60 min for bedrooms)- I have a general estimate, including the 5 or so 60 min hallway/partition doors.

Compliance date 10/30/11- not possible. Once all my estimates are complete and I can realistically determine budget and what, when is possible, i will provide an action plan. No way installations would be complete by 10/30/11. Heating season beginning, taxes, leaking roof repair, tenant in hospital not paying rent- no funding for large unplanned expenses.

Additionally, I need to meet with Portland planning re converting from rooming house to 2-family. As stated, this has been Melissa and my plan, thus safety requirements for a rooming use that could cease in a 6 to 18 month period, would be an impossible expenditure. Though, I will look into grants as well, as the current service the building provides, helps keep fixed, low and no income folks off the street. If I can find funding allowing rooming house use to be safety code compliant within one year, I can extend that use indefinately. If I have to evict folks because compliance not affordable/attainable, that may be the reality.

Thanks for coming by the building.
