CHUTE MATERIAL:  The Chute shall be fabricated of #16 U.S. Gauge Aluminized Steel.

2.2
INTAKES:

15" wide x 18" high, stainless steel, thru-pivot shaft, self-closing, positive latching, bottom hinged, hand operated doors bearing 1-1/2 Hr., 650º F. U.L. “B” label drywall installation.


B.
Provide removable stainless steel door trim with embossed (RUBBISH) letters.

DISCHARGE:  Type “A” open end inclined rolling door with fusible link hold-open.  Fabricated, insulated “B” label construction even though U.L. Label is not required.

FLOOR FRAMES:  Fabricate floor frames of 1-1/2 x 1-1/2 x 3/16 angles and 1-1/2  x 3/16 bar stock welded assemble.

2.5
SPRINKLERS:  1/2" IPS 155º sprinkler head above top intake.  Addition 1/2" sprinklers at every second intake (or as required by Code).  3/4" IPS flushing spray head located in channel above top intake ready for connection by plumber.

VENT:  Provide full diameter vent through roof 4'-0" above roof with metal explosion cap.
