GARDEN APARTMENT  -  “THE LIST”

Welcome to 380 Danforth Street. We hope you will enjoy calling this house your home for as long as you choose.  Although there is no formal lease, ‘THE LIST’ is an informal agreement between us.  

UTILITIES:  Heat and electricity charges are your responsibility. Most of the wiring in your apartment is fairly modern – but some may not be.  Please inform us immediately of any problem with your electrical service- and we will address it.  

The heating system is ducted hot air. This means that the apartment heats up quickly; the thermostat enables you to vary the temperature by time of day and thus reduce your use of oil.  Do not lower your thermostat below 50 degrees. Your oil tank will be automatically filled  and you will reimburse us for the charges. Furniture or rugs must not be placed on the supply vents or the return duct (which is the large louver in the main room). Electric or kerosene space heaters are not allowed. 

PLUMBING: The plumbing in this house is over 100 years old. Please let us know if you are experiencing any difficulty with the plumbing and we will take care of the problem.  Do not use the toilet for anything but its intended purpose – no personal hygiene items, wipes, or kitty litter, etc!!!  

PARKING: Parking for one vehicle is provided behind the house.  Second vehicles and guests must park on Danforth Street where overnight parking is allowed. (Be aware of street cleaning and snow restrictions on Danforth St.)  Snow removal is our responsibility and is normally accomplished within 8 hours. 

GARBAGE: Trash pick-up is on Wednesday mornings.  Because the pick-up can be early, it is safest to put the trash out Tuesday PM.  (You must use the Portland ‘blue bags’ and they cannot be on the street before 6PM on Tuesday.) The blue box is for recycling and goes out with the trash.  Please store the blue box and your trash in your apartment during the week.

SAFETY: SMOKING IS NOT PERMITTED IN THE APT OR IN THE BUILDING. There are heat and smoke detectors throughout the building, including your apartment. If a detector goes off at one location, all the detectors will sound. Please do not tamper with or disconnect a detector as this will disable the whole system. If there is a false alarm or the system is set off by burned toast etc, the whole system must be turned off at the main panel box in the basement. If false alarms become a problem, we will fix the system. In the event of a fire, please try to alert everyone in the building, get out of the house and call the fire department.  

No heat producing devices (iron, hair dryer, etc.) can be used on extension cords.

We will check your fire extinguisher annually; please keep it in sight and handy.

The walk to your apartment frequently ices-up. It is your responsibility to keep it clear.  We will give you salt to spread on it; please let us know when you need more.

KEYS & WINDOWS: Keys are provided for the apartment. Do not give keys to others without our approval. There may be times that we need to enter your apartment.  Except in emergency situations, we shall give you adequate notice.  We will inform you if we go away; similarly, please let us know if you will be away for any length of time.

We are fortunate to have more wildlife here than one would normally expect in a city. Please use screens on your windows or you will inevitably find a bat in your apartment and this is not fun. Please let us know if screens or windows need repair.  You should install your storm windows by mid-October.

GUESTS: Please feel free to entertain guests in your apartment anytime during the day or night as long as noise in kept at acceptable levels. 
LAUNDRY:  You may use the washer and dryer in the basement on weekends. Do not use them for rugs, quilts, blankets, shoes, foam products or dyeing. 

PETS:  You may have a dog and/or cat in your apartment. Dog must be pre-approved for sweet temperment.  Cats must be kept indoors; dog may not be tied up outside.

YARD:  Feel free to use the large yard yourself and with guests. If you want to garden or party outside, etc. please speak to us first. The side yard by the upper parking area and the side deck are private.

BIKES & OUTDOOR GEAR: If you wish to store certain items in the sub-cellar, please ask. Its door must be kept closed to keep outdoor critters, outdoors.

INSURANCE:  Our hazard insurance does not cover contents belonging to tenants. If you wish to insure your possessions, you may wish to purchase tenant insurance.

RENTAL AGREEMENT: Your rental is on a month-to-month basis – which obligates you and/or us to give one month notice prior to ending the arrangement.  We require one-month security deposit in advance; this will be returned to you when you vacate the unit – minus any repairs that exceed those for usual wear and tear.
