An Evaluation of your property at 47-49 Douglas Street on June 30, 2000 revealed that the structure fails to comply with Section 120.1 of the Housing Code of the City of Portland.


The violations are as follows:

A re-inspection of the premises will occur on July 3, 2000 at which time the structure must be totally vacated and secured from vandalism.  Failure to comply will result in this office referring the matter to the City of Portland Corporation Counsel for legal action and possible civil penalties, as provided for in Section 1-15 of the Code in Title 30-A M.R.S.A. Ss 4452
