At this time, you are in violation of Chapter 14, Art. V., and sections 14-523 and 14-528 of the City’s land use ordinance.  

In order to come into compliance, you must apply to the City for Minor Site Plan Review with plans prepared by a professional engineer. 

Failure to comply will result in this office referring the matter to the City of Portland Corporation Counsel for legal action and possible civil penalties, as provided for in Section 1-15 of the Code and in Title 30-A M.R.S.A. Ss 4452.
