10. EXISTING TREES TO BE PRESERVED SHALL BE PROTECTED DURING CONSTRUCTION AND SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY
OF THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR.

11. ANY DEVIATION FROM THE LANDSCAPE PLAN, INCLUDING PLANT LOCATION, SELECTION, SIZE, QUANTITY, OR CONDITION
SHALL BE REVIEWED AND APPROVED BY THE OWNER AND LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT (AND MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY, IF
APPLICABLE) PRIOR TO INSTALLATION ON SITE.

12. WHERE INDICATED ON PLAN, PLANTING SOIL MIXTURE FOR GROUND COVER AND PERENNIAL BED AREAS SHALL CONSIST
OF FOUR PARTS TOPSOIL, TWO PARTS SPHAGNUM PEAT MOSS, AND ONE PART HORTICULTURAL PERLITE BY VOLUME.
PEAT MOSS MAY BE SUBSTITUTED WTH WELL—ROTTED OR DEHYDRATED MANURE OR COMPOST. ROTOTILL BEDS TO A

DEPTH OF 8 INCHES.

13. DAMAGE TO EXISTING SITE IMPROVEMENTS DURING INSTALLATION OF LANDSCAPE MATERIAL SHALL BE THE
RESPONSIBILITY OF THE LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR.

14. CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE INSPECTION OF PLANT MATERIAL AND LOCATIONS WITH PROJECT LANDSCAPE
ARCHITECT PRIOR TO INSTALLATION. ALL PLANT MATERIAL SHALL BE ON—SITE AND PLACED BEFORE INSPECTION CAN
BE COMPLETED. A MINIMUM OF 48 HOUR NOTIFICATION SHALL BE REQUIRED.

15. MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS: PRUNE DEAD OR DAMAGED BRANCHES, MAINTAIN GUY POSTS AND WATER AS REQUIRED
UNTIL PROJECT COMPLETION AND ACCEPTANCE BY OWNER.
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H5H 16. WATERING: ALL PLANTINGS SHALL BE THOROUGHLY WATERED UPON INSTALLATION, AND THEN WEEKLY WHENEVER ANY
DRY SPELLS OCCUR, UNTIL ACCEPTANCE BY OWNER.
RG 17. LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR OR PLANT SUPPLIER SHALL GUARANTEE PLANTS AND PROVIDE REPLACEMENTS FOR TWO
/ 3 YEARS FROM INSTALLATION.
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
