3. ALL MATERIALS SHALL CONFORM TO SPECIFICATIONS OF THE AMERICAN STANDARDS FOR NURSERY
STOCK (LATEST EDITION) AS SET FORTH BY THE AMERICAN ASSOCIATION OF NURSERTYMEN.

4. ALL PLANTS SHALL BEAR THE SAME RELATIONSHIP TO FINISH ERADE AS THE ORIGINAL GRADES
BEFORE DIGGING.

5. THE LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR SHALL GUARANTEE ALL PLANT MATERIALS FOR ONE (1) FULL YEAR
FROM DATE OF SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETION.

6. ALL PLANT MATERIALS ARE SUBJECT TO THE APPROVAL OF THE LANDSCAFE ARCHITECT AT THE
NURSERY AND AT THE SITE.

7. ALL PLANT BEDS SHALL MEET MINIMUM TOPSOIL REQUIREMENTS (SEE SPECIFICATIONS).

&. NO PLANT MATERIAL SHALL BE INSTALLED UNTIL GRUBBING, BED PREFARATION, AND FINISH GRADING
HAS BEEN COMPLETED IN THE IMMEDIATE AREA.

d. ALL PLANTS BEDS AND TREE WELLS SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM OF 3" OF UNIFORMLY DISTRIBUTED, DARK,

4. ALL PLANTS SHALL BE INSTALLED AS PER DETAILS AND THE CONTRACT SFPECIFICATIONS. THE
