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The two-hour fire wall is being constructed to divide the current building and create separate buildings for the purpose of allowable area and construction type requirements.  This portion of the building (as shown in these documents) is a mixed use of “Business” and “Assembly” (see the Code Review on sheet LS1).  The other portion of the building (also existing) is also a mixed-use of “Business” and “Assembly” and “Storage”.  Per Table 706.4, for the Use Groups of the current buildings and the Type V construction type, a 2-hour fire wall is required (per footnote a.).  This allows the renovations of the portion of the building as shown in these documents to be its own project, without taking into consideration of the remainder of the existing building.  See attached details for wall continuity and fire wall terminations as described in Section 706.5 and 706.6.
