An evaluation of the above referenced property on 6/6/2012 and again on 7/17/2012 revealed that the premises fail to comply with Section 12.79 of the Junk Motor Vehicle Ordinance of the City of Portland. In addition, a follow up inspection on 9/12/2012 revealed that the vehicle is discharging sewer matter directly onto the ground which violates state law. This needs to cease immediately. Failure to do so can result in a Civil Summons.  
Attached is a list of the vehicle(s) in violation and the Junk Motor Vehicle Ordinance.

This is a Notice of Violation pursuant to Section 12.79 of the Code. All referenced violations shall be corrected within 10 days of the date of this notice. A re-inspection will occur on 10/1/2012, at which time compliance will be required. Failure to comply will result in this office referring the matter to the City of Portland Corporation Counsel for legal action and possible civil penalties, as provided for in section 1-15 of the Code and in Title 30-A M.R.S.A. Section 4452. This is an appealable decision pursuant to Section 12.80 of the Municipal Code.

Keeping on private property; notice to remove. Sec. 12-79
It shall be unlawful for any person owning or occupying private property in the City to keep or allow to accumulate any old, discarded, worn out or junked motor vehicle, or parts thereof, on private property after having received written notice form the City, by the City Manager or by an official designated by the City Manager, ordering the removal from the property upon not less than thirty (30) days from receipt of the order of the old, discarded, worn out or junked motor vehicle, or parts thereof.

Violation: One junk and unregistered vehicle located on the premises. Vehicle either needs to be removed or registered by 10/1/2012.
Discharge of waste from motor vehicles. 423-A
No person, firm, corporation or other legal entity may discharge, spill or permit to be discharged sewage, garbage or other pollutants from motor vehicles or motor vehicle trailers into the inland or coastal waters, or on the ice of the inland or coastal waters, or onto the land in such a manner that the sewage, garbage or other pollutants may fall or be washed into these waters, or in such manner that the drainage from the discharge may flow into these waters. A person who violates the provisions of this section commits a civil violation subject to the provisions of section 349, subsection. 
Violation: Vehicle is discharging sewerage directly onto the ground. This needs to cease immediately.
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
