You are requested to submit to the Portland Fire Department within 7 days, March 9, 2011, an approved plan of action that will address the issue of a second means of egress if a second unit on the second floor is to be used. If an approved plan of action is not submitted and received by the Portland Fire Department at the end of business on March 9, 2011 the issue will be forwarded to the City’s Legal Counsel for further action.
