Dear Mr. Patel:
On June 8, 2017, the Planning Authority approved the amended Level III Site Plan application for your proposed hotel redevelopment at 1210 Brighton Avenue.  All waivers included in the original approval remain valid for the amended site plan.  The amended plan dated June 2, 2017 is approved with the following outstanding conditions from your original approval dated April 14, 2015 (Attachment 1):

1. The applicant shall provide a copy of the notice of intent to comply with the Maine Construction General Permit for  review and approval by the Planning Authority; 

2. In lieu of the traffic signal design plan for the Brighton Avenue/Riverside Street intersection required by the Planning Board’s 4/14/15 approval, the applicant shall contribute $5,000 towards the implementation of traffic signal modifications at the Brighton Avenue/Riverside Street intersection (associated with Maine DOT’s Riverside Street project) for review and approval by the Department of Public Services (See Attachment 3);

3. The applicant shall provide a public access easement for the purposes of this transit facility, to be reviewed and approved by Corporation Counsel and the Planning Authority; 

4. Prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy, the applicant shall provide specifications for proposed signs and HVAC equipment, meeting the standards of the B-4 zone, for review and approval by the Zoning Administrator.  
The approval is based on the submitted site plan dated June 2, 2017.  If you need to make any modifications to the approved site plan, you must submit an amended site plan for staff review and approval.

Please note that the original approval dated April 14, 2015 remains in effect.  This approval expires April 14, 2018 (Attachment 2).  The standard conditions of approval and requirements from the April 14, 2015 approval letter continue to apply.
