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NOW COMES the Plaintiff, Andrea E. Girard, by and through its undersigned counsel, and complains against the Defendant, Anthony Pesce, and all other occupants, pursuant to 14 M.R.S.A. § 6001 et seq., saying further as follows:

PARTIES
1.
Plaintiff is an individual whose mailing address is 100 Blackstrap Road, Falmouth, Maine 04105.

2.
Defendant is an individual who resides at 197 Warren Avenue, Portland, Maine 04103.

JURISDICTION AND VENUE

3.
Jurisdiction of this action is based on 14 M.R.S.A. § 6003 in Maine’s Entry and Detainer Statute, 14 M.R.S.A. § 6001 et seq.  The land and building which is the subject of this complaint for forcible entry and detainer are located in the City of Portland, County of Cumberland and State of Maine, which is in the jurisdiction of Cumberland County and, therefore, venue is proper in this Court.

GENERAL ALLEGATIONS

4.
Plaintiff repeats and realleges the allegations set forth in Paragraphs 1 through 3 of the Complaint as if the same were set forth in full herein.

5.
Defendant, on or before April 10, 2012, had lawful and peaceable possession and was residing at the premises located at 197 Warren Avenue, Portland, Maine 04103 (the “Premises”) as a tenant at will under an expired lease, a copy of which expired lease is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit A.


6.
Plaintiff is the owner of the Premises by virtue of a Quitclaim Release Deed dated February 25, 2003 and recorded in the Cumberland County Registry of Deeds in Book 18941, Page 185, a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit B.

7.
Plaintiff caused Defendant to be served with a thirty day notice to quit on April 10, 2012, pursuant to 14 M.R.S.A. § 6002, a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit C.

8.
The term of the expired lease ended March 13, 2002, causing Defendant’s tenancy to be on a month-to-month basis, and providing for termination or non-renewal by Plaintiff without cause. 

9.
Plaintiff has provided Defendant with proper notice of termination or non-renewal.

10.
Defendant has unlawfully refused and still refuses to quit the Premises.

COUNT I – FORCIBLE ENTRY AND DETAINER


11.
Plaintiff repeats and realleges the allegations set forth in Paragraphs 1 through 10 of the Complaint as if the same were set forth in full herein.

12.
All conditions precedent to the maintenance of this action have been performed or complied with.

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff demands judgment for possession of the Premises and damages from Defendant in the sum of its costs, all as permitted pursuant to 14 M.R.S.A. §6001, et seq.
