Dear Mr. Hutchins:

On March 1, 2004, the Portland City Council voted unanimously (9-0) to approve the zoning map amendment to rezone the lots on both sides of Hicks Street, as shown on the attached map, from the R-3 to the R-5 zone.  This zoning amendment was done as an emergency passage, meaning that it went into effect immediately.

As you are aware, this zoning amendment was enacted to correct a zoning map error.  This zoning amendment had been approved by the City Council on May 4, 1998, and was omitted from the zoning map.  Our next publication of zoning maps will reflect the correct zoning.
