The site is approximately 31.21-acre in size consisting of two parcels of land consisting of the

existing building, parking, drives, walks, loading docks, stormwater infrastructure and small

landscaped islands.  The existing building is currently occupied by AdvancePierre Foods and

Paradigm Windows.   Paradigm is seeking to leave their existing facility at 400 Riverside

Industrial Parkway and expand their operation at 56 Milliken Street, growing into the

northwesterly end of the building that is currently unoccupied.  Paradigm currently utilizes only

a portion of the southwesterly corner of the building.
