The parties have agreed to resolve the above-encaptioned matter by the entry of the following Stipulations and Agreement which has been reviewed and approved by the Court:

STIPULATIONS

1.
Defendants, Michael &Monica Reardon, are the owners of the property at 18 Dole Dr. (City of Portland Tax Map#352 Block# A Lot#050) in Portland, Maine. 

2.
The City of Portland adopted the R2 Zoning standards on May 7, 1984. 

3.
The property is located in the R-2 zoning district as shown on the Official Zoning map of the City of Portland.

4.
Section 14-80.d. of the Ordinance, the dimensional requirements of the R2 Zone require that structures be located at least 25 feet from the front property lines.

5.
On July 23rd, 2003,  a Building Permit application and required submissions were filed with the City of Portland Inspection Services Department. Joe Johnson, from Solution Builders, 32 Hamlin Rd., Falmouth was the applicant. The site plan filed by the applicant demonstrates the ability to conform to the R2 setback requirements.

6.
On August 2nd, 2002, Building Permit #020819 was issued to construct a 24' X 24' garage addition/attached  with a 10' x 10' breezeway on the parcel describe in Stipulation # 1.

7.
On August 2nd, 2002, Joe Johnson picked up the permit and signed the required inspection agreement, which states that the building location must be inspected when the footing forms are installed prior to the pouring of concrete.

8. On November 8, 2002 an inspection was scheduled to inspect the framing plumbing and electrical, without benefit of the required building location inspection.

9.
Kevin Carroll, Code Enforcement Officer, performed a setback measurement at inspection time and found that the garage is 22.9 feet from the front property line, failing to comply with the dimensional standard referenced in item #4.


In the event that all aspects of the Agreement set forth below are complied with by Defendant,  Plaintiff agrees to release and take no further enforcement action against Defendant for the aforesaid causes of action.
