An evaluation of the property at 305 Palmer Ave on October 30, 2000 revealed that the structure fails to comply with Sections 107 – Boca 99 & Sec 6-51.(a) Municipal Code City of Portland.

107.1 – Construction shall not commence without a permit having been issued.

651.A – Electrical wiring or equipment shall not be installed or altered without a permit having been issued.

This is a STOP WORK ORDER pursuant to Section 117.1 of the Building Code (1999 BOCA). All construction activity must Stop immediately.

Proper permits must be applied for and issued.  Stop work order must be removed.

Failure to comply will result in this office referring the matter to the City of Portland Corporation Counsel for legal action and possible civil penalties, as provided for in Section 1-15 of the Code and in Title 30-A M.R.S.A.
