Applicant Presentation:

Wetland fill are associated with subdivision of land = 1,100 square feet

Area behind Wetland to Lester drive to be restricted from development by deed restriction

Boswell purchase is under contract ergo okay to proceed with application on that land

Board Comments:

Beal-

· Yes, let’s see the lot-by-lot buildable areas and show first floor elevations with hypothetical future house orientations

· Use site plan standards to create a rhythm to the house fronts along the street. Standardize the setbacks to some extent

· Show lot by lot drainage plan with houses complete to demonstrate no issues with cross drainage

Lowrey-

Remainder lot along Washinton- must demonstrate that it is a legal parcel under zoning ordinance.

Silk-

Are even `75 or `100 buffers enough? This issue must be thoroughly explored and explained

Deloug-

Get full documentation of DEP approvals, letters, etc. especially w/ regard to the buildablilty of lots 5,6, and 7

Staff must provide stronger and more explicit recommendations with regard to trial dedications

Public Comment:

Al Murphy- Lester Drive

Turn from Washington Ave onto site will slow traffic on Wash- please consider a wider turning radius entering the site to avoid this slowing.

Pam Burnside – Lester Drive

· Concerned with setbacks of lots 1-9

· Supports consistent front setbacks on Driveway in order to keep wild areas

· Brook is not intermittent—runs all year. Please follow up on this with the applicant

· Detention Pond is objectionable if visible

Chair Deloug-

Get more information on the intermittent brook and clearer picture of the detention pond

Robert (Bobby) – Lester Drive-

· Understood that Mr. Haverty wanted area preserved- has anyone checked wills, estate docs, etc for restrictions?

· Washington Ave has water spill over from open drainage system which causes icing an the roadway

· Increase rear setbacks to maximize wetland and wildlife corridor protection

· Springtime runoff at culvert past proposed drainage pond “shoots” water onto Washington Avenue during thaw periods. Existing problem which must be addressed.

· Concerned about the fragility of the soils in the wetland bank- tree preservation??  

Jim Robbins  -  53 Lester

Brook has cut away at his property – erosion. Will post development be worse?

Noise from Ballfield increased by clearing trees for the subdivision?

Darleen Young – 21 Lester

On Behalf of her mother-

Their backyard has suffered sinking from hydrologic conditions along property lines. Will this problem be exacerbated?

Please keep all trees to prevent further erosion.

Dan Anderson – Washington Avenue

Traffic- Swing onto road is too steep – make radius wider.

What will be the status of public access to the ballfield by area residents?

Deloug-

1. Use consistent setbacks to limit wetland encroachment

2. Is brook really intermittent

3. Traffic concerns at driveway entrance and Lot 16?

4. Status of Access to the ballfield

5. Parking at Ball field handled on –site or will it spill over into the neighborhood

Silk-

Show full tree plan with all existing and proposed

Lowrey-

Provide photos of existing conditions – context

Beal- 

· Demonstrate capacity of the Wash Ave culvert

· Restrict all deeds to full compliance with the site plan. 

· Project should fix existing drainage problems as well as handle post-development increase

· Spring wetland study should be conducted as a follow-up to last one.
