of the same species and size with a solid and intact root ball. If stakes are used, they shall be removed by the

contractor, after 1 year.

9. Mulch to be installed to a depth of 3" after normal settling. Mulch shall be medium shredded Hemlock bark, ”
dark brown in color. Do not place mulch in contact with the tree or shrub trunk. The Landscape Contractor shall
submit a .25 cubic foot sample prior to installation.
