Dear Mr. Higgins,

As you know, at last night’s Zoning Board of Appeals meeting, the interpretation appeal concerning the building permit and allowance for a conversion from a two unit to a three unit was overturned.  The City had previously  determined that 3,000 square feet per unit was allowable for the requested conversion, but the Zoning Board of Appeals overturned that determination, requiring 6,000 square feet per unit instead.

Therefore, the land area required for a conversion from two to three dwelling units is a minimum of 18,000 square feet.  Your property has only 9,001 square feet.  

Because it has been determined by the Zoning Board of Appeals that your property does not have sufficient land area to permit conversion to three dwelling units, your present building permit is  rescinded immediately.   All work shall cease immediately. 

Please note that you may weatherproof  what you have constructed to this date. This is only an allowance to weatherproof the existing construction, not permission to continue the conversion to three residential units.
